Charles Dickens, a very popular English writer and the author of 'David Copperfield', 'Oliver Twist', 'Dombey and Son' and other books, spent a lot of time in the British Museum Library. 
Nowadays people come to this famous library to get the information they need. Among the readers there are philosophers, scientists, economists, engineers, artists, musicians, in other words — specialists of all possible professions.

At the present time the library has modern electronic services, so the reader must not wait long to receive the material he needs.

A surprising 25% of British teenagers are involved in voluntary work of some kind. There are more than 250,000 voluntary organizations in the UK. Many voluntary groups try to collect money for organizations connected with schools or churches while others concentrate on international problems such as famine in Africa.

Perhaps the most traditional leisure activity is sport. The most popular is football. Then we should mention rugby, cricket and athletics. Nobody will be surprised to find that walking and swimming are also popular. Young men are also fond of snooker, darts, cycling and squash.

At 15 years old and above young people try to find “Saturday jobs”, working as assistants in shops, cafes or restaurants to have pocket money. They save this money for bicycles, motorbikes, and spend it for discos and dances.

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English Meals
