Talk to me
Aim: To practice intensive reading, listening comprehension and pronunciation by reading aloud.

Procedure:

· explain the activity to the class and tell students they need to listen carefully to the questions  in order to find the correct answer

· distribute the papers and allow a few minutes for the students to read throught their questions and answers. Students do the activity with student A asking his/her questions first for Students B to answer,

· as a follow up activity students read aloud their questions and answers to the class. Pay attention to stress and intonation as students are reading aloud.
