Aim: To practise using superlative forms in context. To practise intensive listening comprehension.
Grouping: Pairs (or groups of 4 with 2 students sharing a role). 
Procedure:
· Explain that each student is going to read a text to his/her partner who must listen and answer the three questions he/she has on the card.
· Distribute the cards and give students a few minutes to read through their questions and their text.
·  Students do the activity.
· As a follow-up activity, check students' answers as a class.
